TRAINING ObJectives of the course 

At the end of the course, the student will be able:

To recognize:

· the signs and symptoms of major obstetrical complications: severe preeclampsia and eclampsia, severe ante- and postpartum obstetrical hemorrhages, obstetrical sepsis and septic shock
· main causes of maternal collapse, including thromboembolic complications, amniotic fluid embolism, severe hemorrhagic and septic shock  
· the pathophysiological features, diagnosis and treatment, as well as the methods of prevention of the severe  gynecological pathologies, like ruptured ectopic pregnancy, gynecological acute abdomen, complications of pelvic inflammatory diseases. 
To apply:

· the methods of diagnosis of main obstetrical and gynecological emergencies 
· the basic resuscitation maneuvers in a pregnant women and when and how to do peri-mortem cesarean section
· the management of major emergencies in Obstetrics: severe preeclampsia and eclampsia, severe ante- and postpartum obstetrical hemorrhages, obstetrical sepsis and septic shock. 
· the management of major emergencies in Gynecology: ectopic pregnancy, pregnancy of unknown location, the acute abdomen in gynecology, complication of pelvic inflammatory diseases.  
To integrate:

· the compliance with the principles of medical bioethics in solving problems related to management of obstetrical and gynecological patients in critical conditions 
· the establishment of effective communication in teamwork and with patients in cases of severe obstetrical and gynecological complications 
· the demonstration of the patient's surveillance capacity 

· the manifestation of a responsible attitude within a team in order to provide medical assistance in Obstetrical and Gynecological emergencies  

· the acquired competencies in the study of other disciplines on the solving of clinical cases in Obstetrics and Gynecology 

preliminary conditions and requirements 

        The 6th year student coming to the course “Emergencies in Obstetrics and Gynecology” will need basic knowledge in physiology, pathophysiology, pharmacology, endocrinology, emergency medicine, anesthesiology and critical care, surgery, and basic obstetrics and gynecology course.

At the end of the component, the trainee will be able to know and apply the following knowledge and practical skills:

· diagnose, differentiate, and determine severity of hypertensive disorders during pregnancy;

· know how to treat severe preeclampsia and eclampsia: administer antihypertensive, anticonvulsants and correctly determine obstetrical management of such cases

· recognize and differentiate all possible causes of maternal collapse during pregnancy, delivery and postpartum;

· demonstrate essential resuscitation skills in the presents of pregnant uterus;
· recognize and differentiate main causes forms of ante- and postpartum hemorrhages: 

· use recommended methods to stop obstetrical hemorrhages;

· administer fluids and blood products for prevention/treatment of hemorrhagic shock and severe anemia in obstetrical and gynecological patients

· the modern classification of menstrual cycle disturbances and types of abnormal uterine bleeding; 
· diagnose and differentiate the causes of abnormal uterine bleeding: 

· how to treat abnormal uterine bleeding of different severity, duration and at different ages of the patients;

· causes, diagnostic criteria, and principles of management of obstetrical and gynecological sepsis and septic shock;

· diagnose and differentiate diseases leading to acute abdomen in women;

· treat main diseases leading to acute abdomen in gynecology;

· different approaches of the management of a pregnancy of unknown location and ectopic pregnancy;

· methods used for antepartum evaluation of fetal well being and differentiate correctly small for gestational age and growth restricted fetuses;

· management of pregnancy with small for gestational age and growth restricted fetuses;

· aims and content modern scheme of antepartum care;

· modern methods of prenatal diagnosis;

· management of normal labour and delivery, intrapartum monitoring of mother and fetus, technologies that improve delivery outcomes.

Assessment of knowledge: differentiate colocvium (written test and demonstration of practical skiils).
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
